     The Viper Club spoke about a Charity Run and Car Show they are putting on at the Sandia Casino on May 
16, 2010. They are hoping to raise $25,000 for Rancho de Los Ninos. 
     Karen Campbell and Andy House spoke about a Route 66 touring event that is being sponsored by the New 
Mexico Route 66 Association. This event will be held on July 24-25, 2010 and it will encompass a road tour 
along Route 66 from Tucumcari to Gallup with a stop in Albuquerque for a car show in Nob Hill. 
     Treasurer's Report: Ron Rymarz reports that for the year of 2009 the council took in $9816 for its events but 
spent about $10,916 to put them on leaving us in the hole by $1100 on December 31, 2009. However he shows 
us with a bank balance of $7791 as of that date. 
     Old Business: Our web site is still not accessible and Joyce Celements and JD Doran volunteered to work 
with it to see if they could resolve the problem. One of our club reps (David Robie) on hand who works with 
computers offered to also look into the problem and suggest remedies. 
     New Business: Joyce Clements spoke about the storage unit the council just bought for storage of car 
council items. This storage unit will be placed at the Broadway Industries Yard on South Broadway. We will 
have access to this unit 24 hours a day through keys that will be provided by Dennis Siebert. 
     Dennis Siebert brought up the suggestion that since the car council has been spending more than we bring in 
that we might consider charging member clubs annual dues of $10 to help build up our treasury. Joyce 

Clements spoke up to say that we might have to amend our by-laws to incorporate this change. It was decided 
that further discussion of raising funds would be put off for another meeting. 
     Albuquerque Museum Car Show Budget-Joyce Clements reported that our car show budget for last year was 
right around $3300 and that she figured that the budget for the 2010 show would be around that same amount. 
     NMCCC Annual Swap Meet Budget-Joyce Clements reports that our budget for putting on the 2009 Annual 
Swap Meet was around $5000 and she expected the costs for this year's event to be about the same.
